Re: Regional Budget Working Group 
A few months back we emailed our members requesting a 
volunteer to work on a Regional Budget Working Group. 
 
Darryl Paul, from DJB agreed to represent the  Lincoln 
Chamber on this Budget Working Group.  The following 
topics were discussed at their first meeting in August. 

·      The Regions budget season timeline 
·      How budget setting operates, including how the 

budget rate increases are determined 
·      Costs uploaded from the Region to the Province 
·      The lack of real opportunity for the public to 

participate in the budget process 
·      Budget themes that we will focus on in future 

meetings, including public accountability and 
transparency and predictability 

 
The second meeting in September, focused on the ac-
countability theme and we discussed the following: 

·      The opportunities for the public to participate in 
the budget process in other jurisdictions in Can-
ada & the US 

·      Budget setting mechanisms in other jurisdic-
tions 

·      One goal of our group should be to impact the 
budget process such that the public is afforded a 
meaningful opportunity to participate and pro-
vide input.  However, we must balance this de-
sire for openness with practicality in light of the 
log jam that can be created by remaining open to 
everyone. 

 
Our next meeting will focus on balancing the increases in 
tax levies, water and waste-water and waste management 
and other tax relief measures.  Also, we will look at mak-
ing recommendations for how the budget can provide 
more predictable results for stakeholders.
